Option choices which do not fit the blocks: If your option choices do not fit the block structure, please list your preferences in the
table. If a subject cannot be added without repeating an option block, please put an ‘X" in the block column and include a subject
you would take as an alternative in the ‘Reserve Choices’ (this alternative must enable your choices to fit the block structure). It is
possible that additional sets will be added which may facilitate your original option choices but this is by no means guaranteed.

ADouble Maths: Double Maths constitutes two courses — Mathematics and Further Mathematics. If choosing Double Maths you
should ensure that you have first discussed your suitability for studying Further Mathematics with your mathematics teacher.
Choose Double Maths in Block C and either two or three subjects from the other three Option Blocks. Students wishing to study
Double Maths and three other subjects should discuss this possibility with Mr Seales or Mr Carter.

*English: If one of you options is English please indicate on the options sheet your preference between the ‘English Literature’
course and the ‘English Language and Literature’— please note that dependent on numbers we may only be able to offer one of the
two courses in each block.
