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There is a four form entry (boys only) in Year 7; boys and girls are admitted into the Sixth
Form. Pupils may attend from anywhere in the County or surrounding areas.

schooladmissions. The form must be returned to them by Friday 16th October. This ensures that
children are registered for the admissions tests and parents will then be sent all relevant
information about the tests. It does not place parents under any obligation, they need not
actually apply for a grammar school place. The tests will be held in the grammar schools on the
morning of Saturday 7th November. Children will take the tests in the grammar school to which
they are likely to apply or, if application to more than one grammar school is possible, at the
grammar school which is likely to be placed as the highest preference. Parents will be informed of
the result shortly after the tests have been taken, and before the Common Application Form
needs to be submitted.

All parents of Year 6 children must submit a Common Application Form to the Access to Education
Team (0-16) at Shire Hall by Friday 4th December.

Application may be made online - parents are given a UPN and may use this to register on the
County Council website (address as above).

The County Council will post confirmation of the secondary school places to all Year 6 parents for
receipt on Monday 1st March 2010. One place only is offered for each Year 6 child.
